Degree Certificates & Transcripts (Section D)

If your application is based on degree level studies and/or
qualifications from outside the United Kingdom you must also obtain
a transcript, and submit it with your application form.

English Language (section F)

Applicants whose first language is not English will be asked to
provide evidence of their proficiency in English language if they
are offered a place at SOAS. It will assist the processing of your
application, if you can enclose this evidence in your application
form. However, consideration of applications will not be held back
if evidence is not available at this initial stage.

If you are able to supply evidence, it should be in the form of an
IELTS or TOEFL score. The test should be taken within the year
preceding the proposed date of your admission. For entry in the
academic year 2008/9, this means providing results for a test dated
from 1st September 2007 onwards.

You should send an original copy or certified photocopy of your
TOEFL results. You can also request the TOEFL test centre to send
your original TOEFL results directly to us, by quoting the SOAS code
which is 0107. There is no departmental code.
